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Mustang pride is stronger than ever as Montabella’s stadium project at the central site is beginning to take shape.  A steady "  ow of curious stu-
dents, parents and community members continues to gather at the construction site daily to witness the progress.  “It has been very exciting to see 
the progress on the facility,” said athletic director, John Helinski.  “I am very thankful to the community for passing the bond to help complete the 
complex.”

The plush green turf carpeting the football ! eld awaits the ! nishing touches, as workers strive to meet 
project deadlines.  GMB Architects and Engineering representatives continue to monitor the construction 
progress, meeting with JBS Construction managers weekly to review speci! cs on completion timelines for 
each phase.

According to Matt Tibbe, GMB architect, there have been a few unforeseen obstacles, mainly a special 
electrical transformer that had to be custom designed and changes in the layout of the concessions build-
ing to include a fryer system.  With these changes, fans at the games will still be able to enjoy 
the French fries and Mustang ears for which Montabella has become well known.  The proposed 
completion date is September 10th.  This should be just in time for the Mustangs’ home varsity 
football game opener against Manistee Catholic Central.

Many exciting changes to the facil-
ity have already occurred on the 
stadium project.  Bleachers are in 
place on the home side (seating 
capacity for 750) and visitor side 
(seating capacity for 200), and electrical junc-
tions are ready for the installation of the scoreboard and lighting.  The plumbing and 
electrical hookups are installed and the rafters are going up fast atop the block conces-
sions building which will also house two team rooms, an of! cials’ room and bathroom 
facilities. 

The press box is scheduled to be assembled during the week of August 16-20.  Also on 
the docket for installation in the next couple weeks are concessions building windows 
and doors, interior ceiling, interior machinery and electrical work and plumbing.  Site 
grading and concrete work are in the works, and lighting ! xtures along the drive are 
ready to be installed.   The stadium lights are scheduled to arrive soon with workers 
preparing the support platforms for the lights around the electrical junctions.

In addition to the sports complex activity at Montabella, Bill Willis and the Montabella maintenance and custodial crews have completed other 
beauti! cation projects at the school this summer.  Elementary bathrooms have been remodeled (new tile and partitions), several classrooms at both 
schools and the Mustang statue in front of the elementary building have received fresh coats of paint, both gym " oors have been stripped and re-
surfaced, new energy-saving " uorescent lights have been installed in both gyms, damaged sidewalks have been replaced, landscaped areas weeded, 
and lighted marquis signs are now in place at both the junior/senior high school and the elementary school.  Next month, the Montabella campus 
will welcome its students back to school—back to a well-kept facility that will most de! nitely evoke an overwhelming sense of pride.  

MONTABELLA FOOTBALL RETURNS TO FRIDAY NIGHTS

Concessions building which will also house two team rooms, an of! cials’ 
room and bathroom facilities.

As we welcome the return of students in 
September we likewise convene the forty-

fourth year of Montabella as a consolidated 
school district which proudly services the 
many ! ne families who call the Montabella 
Community home.  I maintain that there is 
no excitement quite like that which is created 
by the opening of a new school year.  Regard-
less of the means by which such excitement 
is shared, those of us both young and old who 
are so fortunate as to be a part thereof are 
richly and uniquely blessed.
 In planning for the upcoming 2010-
2011 school year our administrative team 
has spent countless hours in planning and 
organizing and thus arranging for the best 

means by which instruction might be delivered ef! ciently and effectively 
amidst the many parameters and constraints to which we must adhere.
 I  have within particularly the past two years been calling for 
organizational revisions that would lend favorably to what I see as a 
necessary rightsizing.  It is more than obvious that as we now serve and 
service one half the number of students we once did the need for reduc-
tion must come about in both physical and ! scal form.  This is seldom 
easy and never fun and I, like you, know full well the sacri! ce involved.  
I continue to acknowledge with utmost appreciation the tremendous 
support our Montabella Community has shown to those of us respon-
sible for district leadership as we take the necessary steps of rightsizing, 
resizing and ultimately reshaping the operation and organization of our 
district.  As we enter the 2010-2011 school year I am very pleased to 
advise that labor agreements covering both support staff personnel and 
faculty are in place.  I further advise that, relative to very limited dis-
trict resources, the agreements are reasonable, responsible and fair.  By 
comparison to nearly all area districts the agreements are conservative 
and frugal and represent compromise on the part of all people involved. 
 I  am pleased that contrary to recent past years we do enter this 
school year with better information relative to district revenue.  Thanks 
to our district voters the eighteen mill non-homestead millage is ap-
proved.  Additionally we do have a state aid bill in place.  And while the 
bill allows for a per pupil increase of only eleven dollars over last year, 
we at least for the present time do know that.  Such will provide for 
$7,162 per student which sadly is $154 less than we were provided in 
2008-2009.  Nonetheless we at least know and now must hope that the 
state does not ! nd it necessary to make further reductions.  Should that 
happen, I advise early on that we would have to likewise make commen-
surate reductions to assure solvency.  
 Based on such ! nancial information as we do have and the 
retirements of six faculty members,  a majority of faculty and support 
staff personnel who were subject to lay off in June have been recalled.  
To be sure some assignments have been altered and the total number of 
employees continues to be reduced as we work together reasonably and 
often sacri! cially in the necessary process of responsible rightsizing.
 Even as we exercise and implement the process of rightsizing 
I am very pleased that such recon! guration has allowed for the addi-
tion of some new elective class offerings at both the Elementary and 
Junior/Senior High School.  Such allows our district to operate favor-
ably on par with area schools but most importantly provides greater 

array of learning opportunity for our students.  I am likewise pleased 
that based on the evaluative criteria that are in place, the Michigan 
Department of Education has determined that our elementary school is 
assigned a report card grade of A and our High School a grade of B.  The 
report card grades are based on a compilation of student scores from the 
Michigan Education Assessment Program (MEAP) and the Michigan 
Merit Exam (MME), the MI-Access alternative assessments for students 
with disabilities, AYP designation; and in various, self-reported, school 
performance indicators - such as family involvement in the schools, cur-
riculum, student attendance and professional developmental for teach-
ers.  In addition to good report card grades the Michigan Department 
of Education has determined that both Montabella Elementary School 
and Montabella Junior/Senior High School have made Adequate Yearly 
Progress (AYP).  This is very good news for our Montabella community.
 As I enter my fortieth year as a member of The Montabella 
Administrative Team may I ask your indulgence in allowing some com-
mentary from the heart?  First of all I am extremely blessed to have 
served in and be served by the school district located in the area where I 
was born, grew up and continue to live.  I am both personally proud and 
professionally pleased to have had involvement with and appreciation 
for the many successes our district has experienced and likewise some 
of the dif! cult and challenging situations which our district has come 
through.
 I  am thoroughly convinced that the tough times right along with 
the successes have served to make us a stronger organization.  Likewise 
both the tough times and the great times have allowed us to evolve, 
mature and ultimately develop a culture de! ning where we are, what 
we are and most importantly who we are.  We are the Mustangs and as 
such we continue to cultivate a common bond that simply could not have 
existed when our district was newly formed forty-four years ago.  Bond-
ing takes time and grows stronger with time.  
 I  often think about –even worry about – what my legacy as a 
Montabella administrator will someday be.  Given the very dif! cult eco-
nomic times which have necessarily coincided timewise with my admin-
istration, certainly I will not have been the superintendent under whose 
watch numerous magni! cent structures where erected and plenteous 
new programs poured forth.  Knowing that there are no guarantees, it 
may be that the districts solvency and survival might be the best that 
I can claim.  I must however express my innermost hope and desire for 
our district’s future, and that I can do in a single word: Unity.  In fact 
it is my belief that the matters of Montabella’s life and longevity are 
strongly dependent upon the degree to which we together and in har-
mony create, cultivate and consummate a sense of unity.  Such is not to 
say that we will always share the same thinking.  In fact it is good that 
we sometimes have not and do not so long as we attain consensus as to 
ultimate outcome and maintain camaraderie throughout the process.  
Diversity of ideas often lends well to the ! nal product and to becoming a 
stronger us.  That we have since its beginning in 1966 had perfect unity 
within our district is obviously untrue.  That we have and continue to 
make progress thereunto is from my forty plus years perspective very 
true.  Rome wasn’t built in a day and neither was Montabella.  That we 
must continue to work toward the strongest and most stable unity we 
can possibly achieve is of utmost importance to our Montabella Commu-
nity and all the wonderful people whom our organization serves.  That 
unity will continue to grow and ultimately prevail is my greatest hope.
